3.     VENDORS are expected to examine, when applicable, the drawings, specifications, delivery requirements, performance sites and all instructions to satisfy themselves of conditions affecting cost of performing this contract.

4.     No material, labor, or facilities will be furnished by the COMMISSION unless specifically stated.

5.     The VENDOR hereby attests that the prices in this offer have been arrived at independently without consultation, communication, or agreement with any competitor for the purpose of restricting competition.

6.
The VENDOR warrants that the prices of the items set forth herein do not exceed the prices charged by the VENDOR under a contract with the State of Florida.

7.     The VENDOR agrees that the supplies and services furnished under this quotation shall be covered by the most favorable commercial warranties the VENDOR gives any customer for comparable quantities of such supplies or services and that the rights and remedies provided herein are in addition to and do not limit any rights afforded to the COMMISSION by any other provision.

8.     A duly authorized representative of the COMMISSION will accomplish inspection and acceptance of the supplies/services purchased herein at the designated delivery point.

 9.     Quotation shall be returned addressed and mailed or faxed as specified on page 1.  

 10.       Public Entity Crimes: UNDER SECTION 287.133(2)(a), FLORIDA STATUTES, A person or affiliate who has been placed on the convicted vendor list following a conviction for a public entity crime may not submit a quote on a contract to provide any goods or services to a public entity, may not submit a quote on a contract with a public entity for the construction or repair of a public building or public work, may not submit quotes on leases of real property to a public entity, may not be awarded or perform work as a contractor, supplier,  subcontractor, or consultant under a contract with any public entity, and may not transact business with any public entity in excess of the threshold amount provided in  Section 287.0l7, for CATEGORY TWO  for a period of 36 months  from the date of being placed on the convicted vendor list.

 Awards shall be made as required for the best interest of the Commission.  The right is reserved to make award(s) by individual, group of items, all or none, or any combination thereof, with one or more suppliers.

All invoices resulting from the award of this quote will be paid within 30 days of receipt of invoice or receipt of goods or acceptance of work performed.

Carelessness in quoting prices or in preparation of quote otherwise, will not relieve the VENDOR. VENDORS are expected to examine specifications, delivery schedule, extensions, and all terms and conditions in the documents. Quotations  having erasures or corrections must be initialed in ink by the VENDOR. In the event of an extension error(s), the unit price will prevail. Written amounts shall take precedence over numerical amounts.

Failure of the contractor to deliver within the time specified, or within a reasonable time as interpreted by the Purchasing Authority or failure to make replacements of rejected articles as directed, shall permit the Purchasing Authority to purchase on the open market articles of comparable grade to take the place of those rejected or not delivered. On all such purchases, the contractor shall reimburse the Utilities Commission, within a reasonable time specified by the Purchasing Authority, for any expenses incurred in excess of the defaulted price. Payments due the contractor by the Utilities Commission may be withheld until reimbursement is received.

When brand or trade names are used in the request for quotation, it is for the purpose of item identification and to establish standards for quality; style and features. Quotes on equivalent items will be considered unless items are noted as no substitutes. Equivalent quotes must be accompanied by descriptive literature and/or specifications to receive consideration. Demonstrations and/or samples may be required and shall be at no charge to the Utilities Commission. The Utilities Commission reserves the right to determine if goods quoted are equivalent to specified goods.

(1)  INDEPENDENT CONTRACTORS:  Contractor is an independent contractor, and all persons employed by Contractor in connection herewith shall be its employees and not employees of Commission in any respect.

(2)  INSURANCE:  The Contractor shall, at its sole expense, maintain in effect at all times during the performance of the services insurance coverage with limits not less than those set forth below and with insurers and under forms of policies satisfactory to Commission.

Coverage shall apply to the indemnity agreement and shall include the UTILITIES COMMISSION  their officers and employees, each as additional insureds but only as regards to their liability arising out of Contractor's performance of the work or out of operations performed by others on behalf of Contractor under this Contract.  The insurance as afforded to such additional insureds shall state that it is primary insurance and shall provide for a severability of interest or cross-liability clause.  Prior to commencing performance of any work or site mobilization, Contractor shall furnish Commission with Certificates of Insurance (identifying on the face thereof the Project name and Contract number) as evidence of the above required insurance and such Certificates shall provide for thirty (30) days written notice to Commission prior to cancellation thereof.

Commission is not maintaining any insurance on behalf of Contractor covering loss or damage to the work or to any other property of Contractor unless otherwise specifically set forth herein.

None of the requirements contained herein as to types, limits and approval of insurance coverage to be maintained by Contractor are intended to and shall not in any manner limit or qualify the liabilities and obligations assumed by Contractor under this contract.  

Contractor shall deliver the original Certificate of Insurance and one copy to the agent of the Commission.

Notices, in original and one copy, of cancellation, termination and alternation of such policies shall also be provided to the agent of the Commission.

(3)  WARRANTY AND ACCEPTANCE:  All material shall be new and workmanship shall be first class in every respect.  The work shall be subject to inspection and acceptance by Commission.  Contractor guarantees its work hereunder for a period of 12 months after completion and acceptance of the work unless otherwise set forth herein.  In the event Commission discovers defects in material or workmanship at any time before the expiration of the specified warranty period, Contractor shall, upon written notice from Commission, repair or replace at its sole expense any such defects.  Commission may perform such repairs or replacements by other reasonable means and Contractor agrees to pay for such corrective measures.  Neither acceptance of the work by Commission nor payment shall relieve Contractor from liability under the indemnity clause or any of the guarantees or warranties contained or implied herein.

(4)  LAWS, REGULATIONS, PERMITS AND TAXES:  Contractor shall comply with Commission's jobsite procedures and regulations and with all applicable local, state and federal laws, rules and regulations and shall obtain all permits required for any of the work performed hereunder.  Contractor shall procure and pay for all permits and inspections required for any of the work performed hereunder and shall furnish any bonds, security or deposits required to permit performance of the work.  Contractor shall, to the extent permissible under applicable law, comply with the jobsite provisions which validly and lawfully apply to work on the specific jobsite being performed under this Contract.

(5)  WORK RULES, SECURITY:  For work performed on Commission premises, Contractor shall strictly observe Commission work rules and security requirements.  All work shall be carried out during  normal Commission working hours unless specifically agreed to in writing by Commission.  Contractor shall, at Commission's request remove from site any employee whom Commission deems to be incompetent, dishonest or uncooperative.

(6)  CHANGES:  Commission may, at any time, direct in writing additions, deletions or changes to all or any part of the work.  If any such changes causes an increase or decrease in the cost of or in the time required to perform such work, Contractor shall submit detail information substantiating such claims and an equitable adjustment shall be made to the price or time of performance.

(7)  RELEASE AGAINST LIENS OR CLAIMS:  Contractor shall promptly pay all claims of persons or firms furnishing labor, equipment or materials used in performing the work hereunder.  Commission may require Contractor to submit satisfactory evidence of payment and releases of all such claims.  If there is any evidence of any such unpaid claim, Commission may withhold any payment until Contractor has furnished such evidence of payment and release.

(8)  ASSIGNMENT:  Any assignment by Contractor of this Contract or of any rights hereunder or hypothecation thereof in any manner, in whole or in part, by operation of law or otherwise, without the prior written consent of Commission shall be voided.

(9)  SAFETY AND FIRE PREVENTION:  Contractor shall at all times conduct all operations under the Contract in a manner to avoid risks of bodily harm to persons, damage to any property and fire.  Contractor shall be responsible to take all  precautions necessary and continuously inspect all work, materials and equipment to discover, determine and correct any such conditions which may result in any of the aforementioned risks.

(10)  INSURANCE BONDS AND CERTIFICATES:  Contractor shall submit insurance bonds and certificates prior to commencement of work or site mobilization.  In addition to the liability imposed by law on Contractor on account of damage to property or personal injury, including death, arising through operations under this contract, Contractor agrees to indemnify owner against any expense, liability or payment (voluntary payments excepted) for damage to property or personal injury, including death and including injuries to Contractor's employees, caused or in any manner arising from operations hereunder, including the use by Contractor of equipment furnished by owner. CONTRACTOR REQUIREMENTS:

1) All chemicals shall be in accordance with the Florida State Department of Agriculture bulletins and the Federal Environmental Protection Agency and the latest revisions.
2) UCNSB reserves the right to inspect the facility of any contract to determine if the facility and personnel are adequate to service this contract. 

3) Weed control eradication will take place at the sites semi-annually.

4) The contractor will guarantee the sites will be weed free for the entire year. If additional applications are required, they will be done at no additional cost to UCNSB. 

5) The contractor shall not subcontract any portion of the work described herein without the approval of UCNSB’s representatives. In the event of an unapproved subcontract, the contractor shall remain responsible for all performance. 

6) Compliance will all Occupational Safety and Health Acts (OSHA) will prevail. Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) will be provided for all chemicals used during the weed control process. This sheet must include the chemical name and common name of the toxic substance as well as any other hazard or risk in the use of the toxic substance.
